This is also not an Order Form and not a Wish list.

As a numerically small breed we can make no guarantee as to when a Bouvier might be available, and although of course we
take preferences into account, it is unlikely that we can fulfill completely everybody’s specific requirements.

Your response to this questionnaire will remain confidential to the Bouvier Des Flandres Club of Great Britain and by you

completing this form you agree that we can keep this questionnaire on an electronic system for necessary access by the

committee of the Bouvier Des Flandres Club of Great Britain. This is so we can act quickly when a Bouvier is in need of a
home.

We have no paid staff, but you will be visited by one of the Club’s Bouvier Welfare's accredited volunteers, (experienced in the
breed), before you are invited to adopt a Bouvier.

You should also remember that we are here to offer you support not just during this process but for the life of the Bouvier and
beyond.

Please be as open as possible when completing this questionnaire and feel free to add anything that you think will help US
to find the Bouvier that needs YOU.

ADOPTION FEE/DONATIONS

It costs an average of £425 to rehome a dog. We ask for an adoption fee of just:

Dog 0-2 years £150.00

Dog 3-5 years £130.00

Dog 6-8 years £100.00
Dog8+ years Free

The adoption fee is to help us offset the above costs, additional donations would be greatly appreciated to help us to
continue with our vital work.

The adoption fee covers neutering, microchipping, flea and worming treatment and vaccinations as required.

ADOPTION FEES ARE AT SUBSIDISED RATES AND ARE NON REFUNDABLE
Cash payment to be made at the time of collection of the animal or by pre arranged bank transfer prior to collection

ADOPTION APPLICATION PROCESS

1. Once we have received your completed application form, we will call you for a quick telephone interview (hopefully
within 48 working hours but please be patient as we have limited staff).

2. Once a suitable Bouvier has been found, a Home Visitor will visit to check your home and garden for suitability to
have a Bouvier and to talk with you further. We aim to do this as soon as practicable please be patient as we rely on
Volunteer Home Visitors.

3. When you come to collect your animal, we will collect your adoption fee and any extra donation you may wish to
make. Please do not send any cheques or money in the post. Arrangements may be able to be made to assist you
with collection of your animal if circumstances dictate.

4. After adoption we will get in touch to make sure you and the animal are happily settled together but if you need us at
any point please do not hesitate to call us.

STERILISATION AND MICROCHIP ARE COMPULSORY CONDITIONS OF ADOPTION.
If you adopt a puppy under 6 months of age, you will be asked to sign a contract upon adoption to have it
neutered as soon as it is old enough. The cost of this is included in your adoption fee.
